Built around the LEGACY Framework, BTP
walks ministers through six proven stages: from
discerning the right timing and reclaiming identity
in Christ, to translating ministry gifts into real-
world value, building a financial roadmap, and
launching into the next season with a strong
support system around them.

This is not a retirement program,; it’s a
commissioning.

An eight-week Founder’s Cohort launches in
July 2026. This inaugural group will be a small,
high-investment cohort of ministers who want

to navigate transition with clarity, dignity, and
purpose, before pressure forces the decision for
them. If that’s you, or someone you love, the time
to move is now.

For most ministers, transition arrives either too soon or without
a plan — and the result is confusion, isolation, and a quiet
identity crisis that nobody prepared them for. The role changes.
The structure disappears. And suddenly the person who helped
everyone else navigate life’s hardest moments is navigating their
own without a roadmap.
